Homeschool Connection per course fees are calculated per semester. Amount is due in one full payment by the first day of classes for students 
enrolled in less than two classes. Amount can be paid monthly for students enrolled in three or more courses. Monthly payment amounts are due by 
the first of the month. All students enrolling in Homeschool Connection must follow all of the rule and policies of CCS set forth in the Student and 
Parent Handbook.  Enrollment deadlines are August 1st for 1st Semester courses and January 2nd for 2nd Semester courses.  
 
The following are a list of fees, but are not limited to: 
7th-8th Science Lab: $75.00 per student 
PK-8th Elective Supply Fee:  $50.00 per student. 
Auction Tickets: Each family will be invoiced for 4 adult Annual Auction tickets ($40 total).  
 
Curriculum is NOT included in the cost of tuition. In May, we will have a Used Curriculum 
& Uniform sale. You can also go to the “message board” on our web-site to post or find used 
curriculum. 
Multiple Payments: Families who make monthly payments must do so no later than the 1st of each month. A $50.00 late 
fee will be invoiced if tuition is more than 5 days late.  If tuition is more than 30 days late, the family’s name will be 



brought to the school board for consideration of dismissal. If tuition is consistently late for several months (more than 2), 
the family will be asked to schedule a meeting with the administration to get to the root of the problem.  If tuition 
continues to be late, then that family’s name will be brought before the school board for consideration of dismissal.  
Please remember we count on you to pay your tuition in a timely manner, so we in turn can pay our staff and 
other accounts.   
 
Withdrawals: Registration fees are NOT refundable. Parents must provide advance notice in writing of at least 5 days 
prior to a student’s withdrawal.  PK-8th grade parents are responsible for the entire school year’s tuition amount 
even if a student is withdrawn.  Parents enrolling in courses per semester in our Homeschool Connections 
program are responsible for the entire semester that they register for, even if your student is withdrawn.  i.e.: If 
you have signed up to pay the monthly tuition payment plan.  You withdraw your child on October 15, 2008. You would 
still be responsible to pay the remaining months of tuition, even though your child has been withdrawn.  
 
Forgiveness of Money due: No one person can forgive a debt due to the school. Staff and administration are not able to 
forgive a debt or make alternative payment arrangements. Only the Board of Directors of CCS can.   
 
Late Enrollment: When a student enrolls on or after the first day of class, tuition is prorated based on the portion of the 
quarterly grading period to be completed.  During the first two weeks of the school year, 100% of the tuition is charged.  
After the second week, the tuition will be prorated.   
 
Vacation, Holidays, Illnesses:   Tuition and other program fee credits are not available for vacations, holidays or 
illnesses. 
 
Result of Late Payments/NSF Checks/Delinquent Accounts:   A $50 fee will be automatically invoiced for any fee that 
is more than 5 days late.  A $25 fee will be charged for any check that is returned from the bank unpaid. Failure to 
maintain timely payments per the financial agreement agreed upon with CCS may jeopardize the child (ren)’s 
enrollment.  Students may not be admitted for the second semester, or re-enrolled for the following year, while there are 
delinquent amounts outstanding.  All accounts must be current prior to the beginning of each semester.   Any fee not 
paid after 30 days will be brought before the school board for consideration of dismissal. 
 
Other Variable Charges: 
CCS may charge various fees in addition to those published in our financial agreement.  These fees may be related to 
student activities, athletic participation, book usage fees, etc.  These amounts will be invoiced from our CCS office and 
are due payable on the first of the following month. Advanced notice of additional fees will be given.

Statement of Cooperation  
 
 
Home Education  
Community Christian School is a parent-based supplemental home education program and parents are 
required to teach their children at home with assignments according to lesson plans provided by the teachers. 
Families are encouraged to enhance and individualize the home education program beyond the teacher-
assigned work. Community Christian school’s administration and teachers are available to give any guidance 
in regards to individualizing a child’s education. CCS believes that parents are first and foremost responsible 
for their child’s education.  
 
Moral Training  
Parents are responsible to actively pursue the moral training of their children at home. Parents must complete 
an approved value based Christian Parenting course within one year of their initial enrollment, and must 
submit a certificate of completion to the school office. With enrollment at Community Christian School, 
parents have entered a trust relationship between their family and the school regarding the moral training of 
their children. CCS believes that parents are personally responsible for the moral and spiritual training of their 
children as a matter of stewardship before God. Community Christian School expects to maintain and support 
the training that is already taking place in your home.  
 
Family Education & Parenting Class 
Upon admittance into the school parents should have either completed an approved parenting course or they 
will have one year from the time of admittance to complete one. Please see the handbook for further 
information.  After the first year of enrollment, families are responsible to complete a Family Education Class. 
Community Christian school will have suggestions available if needed. CCS believes that we must continue to 
learn and grow to help strengthen our family. Any course, workshop, conference or class that enriches your 
home management, parenting skills or home education may qualify. Homeschool Connection Parents must 
meet this requirement.  
 
Community Service 
Each student must complete community service during the school year.  K-2nd grade- 3 hours, 3rd-6th-5 hours, 
7th-8th-10 hours.  Parents are responsible for logging the hours and turning them into the school once complete. 
No community service hours are required for Homeschool Connection students. 
 
Parent Orientation  
You are required to attend an orientation meeting. There is a lot to learn about each program, and we want you 
to be informed and “on-board.” Meetings are held before the school year gets underway.  We will offer classes 
on all the curriculum being used, classes for parents new to home schooling, Parent Partnering 101, etc… 
Attendance is MANDATORY. 
 
Curriculum and School Materials  
Parents are responsible for purchasing all curriculum and supplies for their child(ren)’s education.  A student 
may not start school without their curriculum.  The new curriculum list will be posted in May 2008.  This 
new list will also have an order form attached and other important information.    
 
 
 
 



Parent Partnering **NEW** 
Parents have to complete 30 hours per student, per semester of volunteer hours. Families are not required to 
serve more than 60 hours per semester total-no matter the number of students enrolled. The number of hours is 
roughly 6 hours a month of volunteer service per student. 6 hours must be completed in your child’s classroom 
if you are a returning family and 12 hours if you are a new family. The other hours may be completed by 
serving in several ways: You may choose to serve: 

1) All hours in your child’s or another classroom. 
2) By volunteering to teach an elective course during the semester. (i.e.: Art, dance, Math Club, etc.) 
3) In the lunchroom or during recess.  
4) On a committee. 
5) In the school office. 
6) Special events (i.e: Medieval Faire, Walk-A-Thon, Reading Festival, Edison Parade Float, etc..) 
7) Any other service that is approved by the Principal. 

 
Parents are responsible to find their own replacement if unable to come on a scheduled day. Our parent partner 
program is absolutely essential to the success of our school. Parents who do NOT complete their parent 
partner hours are fined $25.00 fee for each hour not served. Exceptions will be made only for extreme illness 
or death in the family.  Homeschool Connection parents are required to complete 5 hours for each class 
enrolled in/per semester. 
 
Monthly Meetings  
Parents are responsible to attend a monthly Community meeting. Attendance at these meetings is important to 
your continued participation with the school, and will be required every month during the school year. Parents 
are allowed one absence per semester. These meetings are an important gathering of all parents, staff and 
faculty members. Breakout groups will meet for specific grade levels. Homeschool Connection parents are 
encouraged to attend, but it is not mandatory. 
 
Fundraising Support 
By the very nature of CCS we recognize that a majority of CCS families are one-income families, with one 
parent choosing to be at home to facilitate the home education portion of the program. In order to keep tuition 
levels affordable for all of our families and still deliver excellence in education, fundraising is a vital part of 
our fiscal responsibility. We have chosen two major fundraisers each school year: The Annual Auction and 
Annual Walk-A-Thon. We also have several simple ways that families can make minor changes in their 
current habits and earn money for the school: SCRIP, Campbell’s Soup Labels, Box Tops for Education, 
Amazon.com, etc.. (Please see the web-site for a complete list) We ask each parent to help raise $200 per 
student towards the fundraising efforts of CCS. We will also invoice each family Four (4) Adult Annual 
Auction Tickets ($40 total). Please see the 2008-2009 Financial Policies & Financial Agreement form for 
more information.  
 
Honesty 
All parents should be honest with all information given to CCS.  Giving information about past school grades, 
test scores, attendance, disciplinary actions and past or current medical or mental status are critical to the 
proper placement of your child at CCS.  If at any time, it is revealed that the information given at the time of 
enrollment was either withheld or not truthful, your family will be immediately referred to the Board of 
Directors and could be grounds for dismissal.
